Ac-
Video: cording to the Humane Society of the US "farm animals may travel from one U.S. coast to
Pig & Pup the other. Pigs, for example, are frequently shipped from farrowing operations in North
Carolina to finisher facilities in lowa, then on to slaughter plants in California. These long-
distance trips exact a great toll on the animals, commonly causing exhaustion, motion sick-
ness, weight loss, dehydration, crippling injury, and even death."

Each year more than 420,000 pigs are crippled during this transport and another 170,000 die
each year as a result of transport.

WHAT YOU CAN DO:

Buy from retailers who use suppliers of pasture-raised meats. Here's a good website to help

Encourage retailers to buy only from local producers.
